· Whether you want to use characters, like people or animals, to help tell your story.
· Whether you want to have a STORY with a conflict.  For example, your book could be a mystery or adventure.  
· How you want to color your illustrations (2D or 3D): collage, crayons, colored pencils, markers, paint, etc.
· How many colors you want in your illustrations.
